-At an Inclusion Conference I attended a year ago , we learned 

the importance of children learning about students with special 

needs.  Beginning next Friday, the students will video chat with 

my aunt who is in a wheelchair and due to high fevers as an 

infant has slight neurological deficiencies.  They will read to her 

and my hope is develop a relationship with her as we continue to 

call her throughout the year.
